OFSTED REPORT 2024 – OUTSTANDING IN ALL AREAS 

I am overjoyed to share the outcome of our recent Ofsted inspection, which took place on the 
10th and 11th July 2024.  I am incredibly proud to inform you that Walford Nursery & Primary 
School has been rated OUTSTANDING in all areas, including the quality of education, 
behaviour and attitudes, personal development, leadership and management, and early 
years provision. 

One of the most heartening comments from the report states, ‘The moment you step over the 
threshold at Walford, you know this is a school that values education.’  This perfectly 
encapsulates the essence of our school community – a place where pupils are not only happy 
and confident but are also fully immersed in their learning.

‘Walford University’ that provide enriching experiences to complement our very strong 
curriculum.
